Advice

YOU can greatly enhance YOUR mental stature by accepting good advice - . - and you will automatically increase your abilities by sin​cere application of that advice.


It requires almost as much ability to know how to put good advice into profitable usage as to know how to act for yourself. One astute leader said: ‘To profit from good advice re​quires more wisdom than to give it.”


Too often someone seeks advice when actually he wants praise. To insure YOUR adaptability to a prosperity pattern, YOU must learn HOW to distinguish between these two ... advice and praise.


Before YOU seek counsel from anyone, ask yourself, “Am I genuinely sincere in wanting advice or am I merely seeking praise for my own act or opinion?”


The person who gives good advice only, is building with but one hand - . - he that gives both good advice and good example is building with both hands - . - substantially. YOU will enjoy life’s finest treasures in direct proportion to your ability to give good advice and set good example . . . or to emulate that which has been given you.



It is wisdom in action to recognize the hazards that can arise from giving good advice but set​ting bad example - - - for in so doing you are building with one hand and destroying with the other. The TWO FISTED method of good advice and good example will pay YOU big dividends in worthwhile achievement.


In facing up to the truth, we discover that ADVICE is seldom welcome. Those who are most in need of it, like and accept it least. Knowing HOW and WHEN to give advice is extremely important.


Never attempt to give advice unless you have already distinguished yourself in that on which you offer counsel. Offer advice only if asked to do so and then present this advice in such a manner that it will not appear as a command. Condition YOURSELF against hurt feelings in the event your advice is not accepted.


When offering what YOU believe to be good advice, back it up solidly with good practice. Be TWO FISTED.., build solidly with BOTH hands.

The very best advice we can give ourselves is to acquire a realization that a sound head, an honest heart and a humble spirit will prove to be our three finest guides through time to eternity.
