Because of the tilt of the earth, its atmosphere and weather conditions, and the way light bends, there are only a few hours in a year when conditions are right for an astronomer to look at and photo​graph the heavens. One team of six as​tronomers at an eastern university spent 25 years in observing and photographing a star to verify the existence of a planet similar to earth revolving around it.

These men had what is often the most admired of virtues — PATIENCE. Ameri​cans have a world-wide reputation for lack of patience. We are a nation of great ac​complishment. But we too often expect results in the joking manner of our over​seas construction units in World War II, who were fond of saying “The impossible

will take 30 days — the miraculous, a little longer.” Patience is really routine plus Imagination. It is an attitude of enthusi​asm for the long pull. It is day-to-day training in preparation for the rare mo​ments, like the astronomer finds just a few times a year.

We often let ourselves become impatient at the little irritations. Progress seems slow. Someone does not match our enthusiasm for the job or an event. We are tempted to take the easy route. We get so wound up with our own little irritations that we lose sight of our goal. If we were to ask any successful man what he considered the five most important reasons for his suc​cess, PATIENCE would be very near the top of the list. All things are difficult be​fore they are easy. If we are patient a little longer, we will reach our goal a little sooner.
