When we think that the grass is greener on the other side, we fail to realize that we take OURSELVES with us — wherever we go and whatever we do. New locations and new re​sponsibilities do not remove negative habits of carelessness, 

thoughtlessness, wastefulness, procrastination or second-class effort.



If the grass is greener on the other side, it may very well be because others have culti​vated theirs better. Nothing grows from nothing. If the soil of our personality and am​bition is dry and lacking in essentials, nothing happens. If it has been moistened and enriched with healthy and sensible attitudes, our grass will grow greener ANYWHERE...



It is often too easy to slip into the negative habit of being envious of those whose garden of life seems richer and brighter than ours. But envy can be like a cancer in our souls — con​suming us without giving us anything affirma​tion to work for.



To make progress in enlarging our horizons is a sign of maturity. But when we learn to cul​tivate our own garden, we are ready to see how the grass grows on the other side. We have to cultivate small patches before we are able to cultivate big ones. Our astronauts have to get to the moon before they get to Mars.
